Modified itinerary:
Sunday, June 6th:
Arrive at school between 5:30 and 5:45.  Load van.
Depart at 6 am for Quebec in rented 15 passenger van
Pick up dinner on the road.
Arrive in Quebec in the early evening.
Check into hostel: HI Hostel Quebec City in the heart of Old Quebec http://www.hihostels.ca/quebec/270/hi-quebec_hi-quebec.hostel  (1-418-694-0755 or 1-866-694-0950)
8pm: Walking tour of the old city – conducted in French9:30: stop for ice cream and a walk on the boardwalk to see the street performers
10:30: return to hostel to unpack
11:30 : lights out

Monday, June 7th
8:00 - Breakfast in the hostel (food purchased before departure)
8:30 – Morning language lesson: useful food vocabulary and traditional Quebecois dishes
9:00 – Walk to lower city and visit “Musee de la Civilisation” in the Old City.  Students will be on a quest to find clues throughout the museum (in French).
11:00 – Walk to the covered market to shop for lunch (opportunity to practice French)
12:00 – Picnic lunch at the Plains of Abraham
1:30 – Free time for shopping in the boutiques of the Old City
3:30 -  Re-convene at the hostel.  Distribute money and shopping lists in French.  Walk together to grocery store or market.  Students work in small groups to buy the required items.
4:30 – Walk back to the hostel with groceries.  Students work in groups to understand a traditional Quebecois recipe in French.
5:00 – Students work with their groups to prepare the recipe using ingredients purchased earlier.
6:30 – dinner in the hostel dining room
7:30 – do dishes; shower and change
9:00  - Ghost tour of the city
11:30 – lights out; guard on duty

Tuesday, June 8th
7:00 – wake-up call
8:00 – breakfast in the hostel kitchen
8:30 – language lesson: words pertaining to the sites that we will visit today
9:00 – photo scavenger hunt in the old city
11:00 – re-convene at the hostel to go over results of the scavenger hunt.  lunch on your own in the cafés of the old city
12:00 – depart for tour of surrounding countryside:  the Beaupre Coast: Montmorency
Falls, Saint Anne de Beaupre Basilica, Chez Marie Bread Oven and Atelier Pare Wood Carver
6:00 – return to hostel and prepare for dinner

FRENCH CLUB QUEBEC TRIP POLICIES:
The following rules have been put in place for your own safety.  Please read them, sign the bottom of this paper, and obey them.
-Students must stay with the group unless they have been given scheduled free time by one of the chaperones.
-Students must be in groups of at least three at all times, even during free time.
-Absolutely no alcohol, tobacco, or other drugs may be purchased, transported, possessed, or consumed at any point of the trip regardless of the laws in Canada.  This is a very serious offense.  Should students break this rule, parents will be notified immediately and asked to drive to Quebec to pick up their child at their own expense.  Bags will be checked prior to departure and at any point during the trip as needed.
-Students may not leave the hostel in the evening after the group has returned.
-Students may not leave their rooms after lights out at 11:30pm.  A night security guard has been hired to make sure that this rule is enforced.
